MAWEV-Show 09: Optimism in the Sector
 

In its 7th edition, the MAWEV Show 09 from 25th to 28th March in Kottingbrunn near Vienna was as big as never before. On an exhibition space of 200,000 m² more than 1,000 construction machines and construction vehicles of the latest design went on display. The visitors were particularly impressed by the realistic use of the machines. Especially important for the sector: many of the approx. 300 exhibiting companies from 12 nations reported of growing optimism amongst their customers. The perfect organisation of the MAWEV Show 09 was praised by the Messe Graz (Graz Trade Fair) and the importance of the mega show of construction giants confirmed as an important impulse for the sector.

With a frequency of around 30,000 visitors, interest was a little below the level reached in 2006, but the quality of professional visitors was described as being excellent by many of the exhibitors. Alongside the targeted communication work, the new arrangement of days, from Wednesday to Saturday (instead of Thursday to Sunday as before) was responsible for the high quality profile of the specialist guests.

This was confirmed by the survey of visitors by the independent opinion research institute m(Research. According to its survey, 98.4% of the visitors surveyed had attended the ‘MAWEV Show 09’ for professional or business reasons. 84.8% viewed their expectations as having been fulfilled or exceeded. The exceptionally long time spent at the event by the visitors (44.8% stayed 7 hours or longer at the ‘MAWEV Show 09’ – 51.2% longer than 3 hours) pays testament to considerable level of interest. Almost 60% also intend to visit the next MAWEV Show in 2012 – and a further 34% perhaps. The interest of the visitors was primarily construction machines (50.1%), construction vehicles (24.9%), equipment and accessories (23.3%), screening and breaking systems (13.3%) and cranes (10.8%). 7.3% of the visitors surveyed purchased something at the ‘MAWEV Show 09’ – 11.9% still intended to do so. 19.2% wanted to buy something on the basis of the information gained at the MAWEV Show at a later point in time – an additional 36.6% perhaps.

Opinions about the MAWEV-Show 09

Friedrich Mozelt, Zeppelin: “We found the MAWEV Show 09 to be an excellent event. We were able to welcome great visitors to our stand and develop great contacts. Our rental products were received very well. It’s especially important that people are also believing in the market again – more than we had originally thought.”

Wolfgang Jonke, Kohlschein: “It demonstrates that the demand for construction machines continues to be there. The employment situation in the construction industry doesn’t seem to be as negative as might be feared from the general economic situation. With the end of the long, hard winter, demand is sure to increase."
Harald Hornbacher, Josef Laurer KG: “We were able to welcome high quality professional visitors to our stand. We didn’t get so many visitors from the west. That’s why I would prefer it if the location of the next MAWEV Show was in the centre of Austria next time. I would like to praise the Graz trade fair team once more for their professional organisation.”

Roswitha Dreger (Dreger Construction Machines) is enthusiastic about the many new customers: “I am positively surprised. There may have been fewer visitors than there were three years ago – but in exchange they were all the more interesting! The economic situation in engineering isn’t so bad.”
Stefan Kuhn (Kuhn Construction Machines) confirms the high quality of the visitors to the exhibition: “We are very satisfied with the infrastructure at the MAWEV Show 09, although we wanted a central location. The mood among our customers isn’t bad. I forecast a good capacity utilisation in 2009.”
For Thomas Schmitz (Volvo Construction Machines) the MAWEV Show is a very important instrument: “The four demo days helped to see that the mood is much more positive than we thought it would be. The number of visitors to our demo stand was overwhelming. In terms of overall sales, the MAWEV Show 09 is the best we’ve had. We were especially happy with the location near Vienna. So we were able to welcome visitors from the whole of Austria and Bavaria, from Poland, Hungary, Slovenia, Croatia, the Czech Republic and Romania. Moreover we were also able to finalise two international co-operations at the MAWEV Show.”

Nilly Nail, The Director of the Graz Trade Fair, is enthusiastic about the high value of the MAWEV Show as a platform for construction machines and construction vehicle business: “The fact that the vast majority of the exhibiting businesses confirmed a clear improvement in the quality of the organisation of the MAWEV Show is the best reward for our efforts.”
For Association President Ferdinand Beringer it was once more proven that the MAWEV Show cannot be ignored as a demonstration of performance or a provider of impulses to the construction machinery sector: “We’re approaching the new challenges with optimism and a new sense of motivation!”
